▪ “People biking may now proceed when the “WALK” signal is lit up at an intersection.


▪ Drivers are prohibited from parking their vehicles within 20 feet of any marked or unmarked 
crosswalk or within 15 feet of any crosswalk where a curb extension is present (also known as 
“daylighting”).


▪ Drivers must pass people biking on the road by moving into another lane whenever it is possible 
and safe to do so.”
